Change Text of a Button on a Specific
Page

While we have a built-in feature to change the text of the Back, Next, and Submit buttons for the Back and
Next buttons you may not wish to change the text on every page. You can change the text of a Next and
Back buttons on a per-page basis with a little JavaScript!

1. Click the Add New Action button on the bottom of the page where you wish to change the button.
2. Select JavaScript.
3. Paste one of the below codes:

To change the Next button, paste the below code and replace 'NewText' with your desired text.

$ (document) . ready (function () {
$ ("#sg NextButton').val ('NewText');
}) i

To change the Back button, paste the below code and replace 'NewText' with your desired text.

$ (document) .ready (function () {
$ ('#sg_BackButton') .val ('NewText');
}) i

To change the Submit button, paste the below code and replace '"NewText' with your desired text.

$ (document) .ready (function () {
$("#sg_SubmitButton') .val ('NewText');
}) i
